Application Requirements

Must be a student in one of our partner universities;

Be nominated by your home university;

Fill out the Application Form (student): forms.office.com/r/8BXd5dgKH7
You must have financial conditions during the exchange program;

Enough level of Portuguese to attend classes (we recommend B1). No specific certificate is
required.

Documents the Student Must Send Us

Learning agreement;

A copy of your passport;

Official transcripts from the home institution;

Curriculum vitae;

Letter of introduction from your home institution signed by the exchange program coordinator;
A statement of sufficient funds or funding to support the student during the intended period of
study in Brasilia.

Research project based on internationally accepted academic standards (only for
master/doctoral candidates);

Copy of all higher education previous diplomas obtained (only for master/doctoral candidates);
Transcripts of records of all higher education courses successfully completed (only for
master/doctoral candidates).

Credits per Subject

Each subject has normally 60 class hours (contact hours). UnB does not use a credit system, but an hour-
based system.

Recommended Study Load

We highly recommend taking between 240 to 360 class hours per semester. Per semester, a minimum
study load is 180 class hours; a maximum study load is 450 class hours.

The learning agreement must contain a proposal with at least 6 courses. After arriving, students will
have a period for confirmation of the requested courses. From the pre-selected courses, we recommend
students to effectively attend around 4 courses.

Subject Enrollment

All the subjects you want to be enrolled in must be approved by the program coordinator. The
International Office will mediate your request.
